Assessment Criteria for STGA Core Knowledge Courses – Information for Students
For each Core Knowledge Course, you will be assessed as follows:
2  x In-class  Assessments  -  e.g. for Archaeology and History, there is one 60 minute unseen assessment for each subject – and so on for each ‘half’ of each CK course, scheduled to take place after lecturing has finished – see Course Calendar for details. 

Each Unseen Assessment is worth 25%  of overall marks, therefore together they are worth 50% of overall marks for the whole CK course.

There are two possible formats for this assessment

Short Essay – you will have 60 minutes in which to write one short essay from a choice 

of 5. 


OR 


Slide Quiz – you will have 60 minutes to identify, and discuss 4 images. The first 2 are 
stand alone discussions, the next 2 are to be dealt with in a pair, and you will need to 
provide a comparative analysis. 

1 x Essay of 2000 words  

Students will choose to write an essay about ONE or the other ‘half’ of each course, e.g:

Archaeology OR History

AND

Art and Architecture OR Culture, Society and Institutions
AND

Human OR Natural Landscapes

AND

Physical Environment   OR Landscape Interpretation
You will be given a choice of five essay topics for each subject area. Once you have decided on the subject area and essay topic you would like to answer, you must then complete and submit an essay plan proforma for it.   The proforma carries no marks, however is a chance your tutors to assess what your strengths and weaknesses are and give you some guidance along the way. 
Due dates for submission and marking of the proformas and essays are in the course timetable.  You must complete an essay cover sheet and sign the declaration stating that you have read and understood the anti-plagiarism guidelines.
Pass Marks
You must achieve a minimum mark of 40% to pass each assessment.  Assessments for this course are marked according to the University Extended Common Marking Scheme.  Your overall mark for each Core Knowledge is calculated as indicated above, and you must achieve a mark of 40% overall to progress on the course.
