· sedimentary rocks in this area, part of the Midland Valley, formed during the Carboniferous Period (or rough age e.g. around 300 million years ago) 

· shape of the coast is determined by the bedrock, softer rocks(mudstone) have been eroded away to create the bay. More resistant layers make headlands.

· local limestone has been used by people - in the past for agricultural lime in limekilns, in modern times for cement manufacture raised beach is visible where the wall is, formed a few thousand years ago after the ice age when the weight of the ice had pushed the land down giving higher sea levels when the ice melted.

· good quality agricultural land in the middle, typical of good soil formation on top of sedimentary rocks.
