THE ASSESSMENT:
The Unseen Assessment takes the form of a Slide Quiz covering:

· Interpretation of human landscape features specific to the themes listed below. 

· The period c.1100 AD to late 20th Century.

The Images relate to 6 broad themes:

1. Castles, barracks & other military structures.

2. Churches, monasteries, cathedrals etc., burials & sculptured stones.

3. Field systems, improvement agriculture, grazings & forestry.

4. Palaces, country houses & gardens.

5. Industrial sites: mills, mining, iron-working, energy, water etc.

6. Travel & communications: harbours & lighthouses, roads & bridges, canals, railways etc.

SHL UNSEEN ASSESSMENT IMAGE BANK:
· The Image Bank (posted on the STGA Web-Board) contains around 35 Images to work through as part of your revision.
· Images for the Unseen Assessment will be selected from these Images. Remember that:

· You need to work from the visible evidence, focus on significant points, and interpret as much as you can from the detail you extract from the image (using your wider knowledge to assist your interpretation of what you see).

· In this assessment you are interpreting specific structures/features, not the wider settlement landscape.

· Where relevant, however, you should also inter-relate structures & other man-made features to landform & the natural environment.

2.3       THE QUESTION PAPER:

2.3.1 The Question Paper consists of 8 Questions (covering 10 Images): 

· 6 Questions, each being a single Image relating to any of the 6 broad themes listed in 1 above.  (Two separate illustrations within a single Image count as a single Image and allow for some comparison.)

· 2 Questions, each being a pair of Images to compare. (The pairs may be from a single theme or from different themes. Any Image containing 2 separate illustrations provides additional material for comparison!)

For all Questions, where Images suggest more than one of the themes listed in 1 above, focus first on what you consider to be the main theme, then (within the time available) discuss whatever else in the Image relates to any other of the listed themes.

2.3.2 Marking: (total scaled up to 100)

· For each single Image:

· 4 key points x 2 marks each 
=  8 marks per Image x 6 Images
= 48 marks.

· For each pair of Images:

· 6 key points x 4 marks each 
=  24 marks x 2 pairs of Images

= 48 marks.

Marks awarded per Image/pair of Images reflect:

· How significant each point is.

· Factual accuracy & how far you have developed each point. 

· How far you have developed comparisons where required.


2.3.3 Time Allocations:

The Unseen Assessment lasts 1 hour: 

· Each of the 6 single Images @ 6 mins. per Image 
=
36 mins

· Each of the 2 pairs of Images @12 mins. per pair
=
24 mins.
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
